Letter of support for Tiverton Energy Centre (TEC)

I am sending this letter to support the planning application for the Tiverton Energy Centre.

My view is that this development will provide a number of benefits to the local area:

· Creation of new permanent jobs

· Production of renewable natural gas that will be used for electricity generation, for heat, for injection into the gas grid and as a renewable transport fuel

· Production of a low carbon fertiliser

I believe that anaerobic digestion technology should be supported and promoted because it is attractive in relation to global warming and represents a highly efficient way to reduce the carbon footprint of Tiverton.  It appears that there are several thousand such plants in Germany which indicates that the environmental impact of such facilities is limited.

Looking beyond Devon, I also believe that the production of sustainable renewable methane will provide benefits to the UK economy in terms of reduced cost to import gas and enhanced security of supply.

The Environmental Impact Assessment indicates that the development is on a rural ‘large farm’ scale with minimal adverse impacts. As such, I am pleased to offer my support to this development and hope it can be approved and that it can become a model for similar schemes across the region.
